Grade 9 Entry Level Clinics:  The United States Soccer Federation Recreational Referee (Grade 9) Entry Level Course is for new referees age 15 and younger.  We recommend that people age 16 and older with no previous soccer experience as a player, coach, team official, etc. begin as a Recreational Referee.  The authorized assignment level for a Recreational Referee (Grade 9) is referee on recreational youth games U-14 and younger only and Assistant Referee on any game U-14 or below.  The minimum age to become a Grade 9 referee in Alabama is age 14; and, under State law, the minimum age to referee is 14.

Bridge Class – Grade 9 to Grade 8:  The United States Soccer Federation Referee Bridge Course is for Recreational Referees (Grade 9) who wish to upgrade to Referee (Grade 8) after competing at least one year in service.  
Grade 8 Entry Level Clinics: The United States Soccer Federation Referee (Grade 8) Entry Level Course is for new referees age 16 and older.  We recommend that people age 16 and older with no previous soccer experience as a player, coach, team official, etc. begin as a Recreational Referee (Grade 9).  The recommended assignment level for a Referee (Grade 8) is all youth games and assistant referee in comparable games.
Recertification Clinics:  In order to be annually registered at their current grade level, all Referees and State Referees (Grade 9 through Grade 5) must: (a) Complete the required number of hours of in-service training (5), take their respective current Referee Refresher written examination; (b) Pass the physical fitness test (Referees Grade 8 & 9 excluded); and (c) Referee the number of affiliated games required by the state association each year at their highest level of competency as provided for in Policy 531-8, Section 5 (A).  The State sponsored and Local recertification clinics satisfies part (a) of this annual requirement.

ARH 1.1.3.9 requires successful completion of this clinic annually to be a “Lead Instructor.”  Paragraphs 1.1.4.3.1.2, 1.1.4.3.2.11.1.4.3.3.1, 1.1.4.3.4.1 of the ARH requires all Assessors to successfully complete this clinic annually, and Paragraph 1.1.4.4 requires all Instructors to successfully complete this clinic annually.  Material covered will include:  the 2009 FIFA/USSF Memorandum and Laws of the Game changes, instructional materials for 2009-2010, and the administration of the State Referee Examination for recertification of all Instructors and Assessors.
