TO ALL MANAGERS AND COACHES:

Re:  Frequently Asked Questions when there is no referee at your game
1.  “What happens if no referee shows up to our cover our game?”
If you show up for a regularly scheduled match and a referee does not show up at least 15 minutes past your scheduled start time (providing this is not a game that is backed up to another on the same field) you can see if either team has a licensed referee*.  If there is and both teams agree, he can officiate the game.  If there is not a licensed referee on either team, the teams will need to reschedule their match.  Whichever the case, I will need the home team to email such information to me the following morning so that I can make note of “no referee coverage”.  

2. “If my game is running late due to other games in front causing the delay, can I find someone on either team that can start my game on another field so we do not get so far behind?”

NO.  Games are stacked on a field to help for referee coverage.  If your game is running late, you should be patient and just wait your turn.  You will step on the field after that game and then you can begin playing.  If this happens and is reported, it will be turned over to the SLC for sanctioning of the coach that attempted this.
3. “Can teams be notified prior to their game if they will not have referees?”
Yes.  I am working with the assignor to get to that point; however, the assignor is working all the way up to the night before to get the games covered.  We do not want to haphazardly cancel matches.  I will notify the teams if the best scenario would be to move the game to a different location to get the game covered.  It is hard for the teams to work reschedules in to everyone’s already difficult schedule and I do recognize the inconvenience of showing up and there is no coverage.
4. “What happens if a team has to reschedule a match due to no referees?”  

If this happens, every effort by both teams should be made to reschedule the games.  Your bond will not be affected in this case however it could hinder your team’s standings in state cup placement.
No coaches should be contacting the assignor.
